David’s story
After a car accident and long periods in hospitals, David arrived at his present house with all his belongings in a black plastic bag.  He used a wheelchair due to his lack of confidence to walk and had very limited social skills.

David has been staying in a supported living house with two other men for the last two and a half years.

With the support from his dedicated staff team David can now walk without the aid of a wheelchair for most the time and improved his social skills one hundred percent.
He attended literacy courses at the local college and can now read and write again.

David is starting to take control of his life again and with support from staff wrote his own review notes for his annual review.

He is also looking for a paid job and David is saying in his own words; “Moving to this house has changed my life for the better and I will never look back”

These changes in David’s life are very important to him and also important for his future development.  We need to learn that it takes commitment and consistency to make people feel happy, contented and fulfilled.  

David’s story also tells us that people need to feel safe and valued to live a happy and meaningful life.
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
